St. Joan of Arc 1412-1431 
May 30 

 
At the age of fourteen, Joan was visited by three 
heavenly visitors. Over time these visitors revealed 
Joan’s mission: to save the city of Orleans from the 
English, make sure the prince was crowned king of 
France and drive the English out of France. The 
visitors also helped Joan to pray. 
 
When she first went to the military leader s of 
France she was turned away because she was a girl 
and sent home. Eventually, the leaders of France 
changed their minds and Joan commanded the ar-
mies against the English. Even after many victories 
people became jealous of her and she was sold to 
the English. She was tortured and condemned to 
death. She died praying. 
 
St. Joan’s life teaches us that when we allow God 
to work in our lives, we can do impossible things.

Action:  “Have the courage of a martyr” to defend 
your faith.
