The Lavabo: (Washing of hands):

In ancient times the priest would accept offerings/gifts of grain and livestock for his support and the
support of the church. His hands became dirty and had to be purified before the consecration. Today that
same ritual is used symbolically. The Congrégation is then asked to pray that the sacrifice would be
acceptable to God.

Prayer over the gifts and the Preface:
The priest always begins the Eucharistic prayer with a preface of the mass of the day. The congregation
actively prays with the celebrant. It’s not just a priest’s prayer, but also the prayer of the whole church.
The presider invites the congregation to pray in the words that have been used for centuries:

“The Lord be with you....”
At the end of preface, we acclaim:

“Holy holy holy...”
Giving praise to our Lord Jesus Christ
