Lenten Banner

Sometime in the early 1980°s [ was moved to create a banner for the former altar at
St John's. At the time it was made for the era when the altar was entirely covered
and it would have been more accurately called an "antependium®. Now it is im-
proper liturgically to completely cover the altar; at St John's we now leave the altar
exposed, a beautiful symbolic "Table of Sacrifice” for all to see. The Lenten banner
hanging from the choir loft can now be viewed ore closely.

Artists comimeants: The outer darker area represents the spinning of creation; hiu-
manity in chaos is brought into harmony with the gift God gave us through His Son.
God brought light into the world; Jesus is that light . In the light are symbols of His
sacrifice on the cross, He was given a crown of thorns, the red dots on the thorns
symbolize the 40 days of Lent and the blood He shed for our redemption; Chirist,
from the beginning and for all time, the alpha and omega. Love and peace come to
us through the sacraments of Holy BEucharist, MNote the chalice is supported by a
symbolic rinity wherein we receive the bread of life, the cup of salvation.
